-The use of IMRD’s non-profit status and non-profit services to process grants, 
donations, and scholarships (with a 10 percent overhead charge. Note- most non-
profit organizations charge 15 percent, minimum). 

-The IMRD, and all of its members, agree to help in any reasonable manner to provide for the successful completion of your project(s). Just ask, or tell us what you need and we will try to accommodate.

Your Minimum Contributions:
-Submit one article per calendar year to our newsletter, Arcticon (alternating scholarly and popular every other year).
-Submit nine professional quality photographs submitted yearly, from your research travels, for the annual Photo Gallery. These photos must be your original work and cannot be distributed elsewhere and become the property of IMRD- primarily for distribution to our members as compensation for donations. However, you retain the rights to publish them in any work that you are an author and IMRD is credited.
-You must acknowledge IMRD in your publications regarding the project approved by the Board.
-You must maintain a brief page(s) devoted solely to your current research project(s). The page is due to IMRD within three months of your return from your research. Updates required every 6 months, until project is completed, then within one year a final page must be posted.
-In the IMRD’s youth, membership donations may not cover day-to-day costs. Overhead charges help to cover these deficits. If no deficit exists from the operating budget, all collected funds will be reserved for grants/scholarships available to the IMRD’s research associates only, and the maintenance or purchase of new field equipment (for use by RA’s). Every dollar possible of the money you raise goes to you. 
-If a member of the Board of Directors chooses your project as their excursion you must budget one day to show them around, get their feet wet, and/or tour them around a local museum regarding your research. This will be set-up significantly in advance as to not infringe on your work/research. 

-Be willing to personalize publications to donors, within reason.

-Permit the posting of Master’s and Doctoral theses and dissertations pertinent to the research funded on the IMRD web page (via your RA profile page or project page). 

-Under no conditions will a research associate’s project account be permitted to run a debt. The IMRD will not authorize any transaction which places your account into debt. 
*If you fail to meet these minimum requirements the Board will, at its discretion (with a simple majority vote), absorb and/or freeze any and all funds related to your research accounts, or take other actions depending on the severity of the infringement. If these measures are deemed necessary, your affiliation with the IMRD may be terminated.
